CURRENT SITUATION: 
 
Initial attack activity was light across the nation.  Nationally, 50 new fires were reported.  Three new 
large fires were reported, one each in the Northern Rockies, Southern and Northern California 
Areas.  Three large fires were contained, one each in the Northwest, Northern California and 
Northern Rockies Areas.  Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in California, Colorado, 
Idaho, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, North Dakota, Oregon and South Dakota. 
    

 
 

NORTHWEST AREA LARGE FIRES:  
 

QUARTZ MOUNTAIN COMPLEX, Okanogan National Forest.  A Fire Use Management Team 
(Cones) is assigned.  This complex, consisting of the Quartz Mountain, Middle Mountain, Lake and 
Beauty Peak fires, is burning in the Pasayten Wilderness Area, 33 miles northwest of Winthrop, 
WA.  The Lake and Beauty Peak fires are in monitor status and are being managed for resource 
benefit.  Precipitation moderated fire activity in Douglas fir, lodgepole pine and subalpine fir on the 
Quartz Mountain and Middle Mountain fires.  Crews are providing structure protection at Stubb 
Creek and holding fireline on the north flank.

SOUTHERN AREA LARGE FIRES: 
 

ROCKY TOP GAP, Cherokee National Forest.  This fire is five miles southeast of Newport, TN and 
is burning in hardwood leaf litter and bug kill timber.  Minimal fire activity was observed.  Burn out 
operations were impeded by high relative humidity; crews are cold trailing and hot-spotting.  
 
BEECH CREEK, Oklahoma Division of Forestry.  This fire is six miles northeast of Octavia, OK.  
Precipitation moderated fire behavior in pine plantations.  Engine crews are monitoring fire activity.

OUTLOOK: 
 

Strong high pressure over the Northern California Area will bring mostly sunny skies with low 
relative humidity.  High temperatures will be in the 60’s to 70’s near the coast and 80’s to near 100 
inland.  Minimum relative humidity will range from 30 to 45 percent along the coast and 9 to 18 
percent inland.  Winds will be northeast to southeast at 12 to 20 mph in the morning, becoming 
variable under 12 mph in the afternoon. 
 
High pressure over the Northwest Area will bring mostly sunny skies with areas of low clouds and 
fog west of the Cascade Mountains.  High temperatures will be mid 60’s to 70’s in Washington and 
in the 70’s to low 90’s in Oregon.  Minimum relative humidity will be in the teens in southwest 
Oregon and east of the Cascade Mountains, and 20 to 40 percent elsewhere.  Winds will be 
northwest to northeast at 8 to 15 mph, gusting from 25 to 35 mph along the ridges of southwestern 
Oregon in the morning.  
 
A cold front moving across the Southern Area will bring showers and thunderstorms to the mid 
Mississippi River Valley and Hurricane Isidore will bring heavy rain to southern Florida.  High 
temperatures will be in the 70’s in western Oklahoma and in the 80’s elsewhere.  Minimum relative 
humidity will be in the mid 30 percent range in Oklahoma and Texas, and above 40 percent in the 
remainder of the region.  Winds will be north at 15 to 20 mph in western Oklahoma and Texas, east 
to southeast at 25 mph in southern Florida and south to 10 mph elsewhere.
